Idaho Child Abuse Prevention Coalition

Members and Supporters
The Idaho Child Abuse Prevention Coalition (herein called the Coalition) is a collaborative effort between government, public, private and non-profit groups and individuals. The mission of the Coalition is to connect professionals, families and the community to bring awareness to the abuse and neglect of Idaho’s children and to increase the visibility of services available that prevent child maltreatment.  Using combined strengths and resources, the Coalition works to eliminate child abuse and neglect in our state. The Coalition participates in directing child abuse and neglect prevention activities statewide.

Membership is open to any individual or organization that is interested in promoting the prevention of child abuse and neglect.  An individual or organization interested in being a member of the Coalition must complete a membership form. Organizational members must specify at least one (1) and no more than three (3) individual(s) who will represent the organization. Each organization shall have the right to one (1) vote only regardless of the number of individuals designated to represent the organization.  Membership agreements that designate a representative for an organization must be signed by a supervisor or director of the organization. 
Annually, the Coalition develops and implements an annual primary prevention campaign that includes: 

· Scheduled activities for the nationally recognized child abuse prevention month – April

· A variety of activities to take place year round that will assist in individual and organizational growth and recognition.

· Public awareness messages to be broadcast via billboards, transit advertising, media (TV and Radio) and other avenues.

· Additional events as suggested and approved by Coalition members.

Coalition membership is voluntary and free of charge.  Members are required to commit to an annual in-kind contribution of a minimum of one representative.  All members will:

· Attend a minimum of two-thirds (2/3) of Coalition meetings 
· Assist on at least one committee
· Participate in at least one April campaign activity or event
Benefits to members include:

· Receiving information, networking opportunities, voting privileges, and, depending on funding, free blue ribbons
· Acknowledgment as a participating member during all media events and in all promotional materials developed by the Coalition (i.e. organizational materials will be included in media kits, website)
· Automatic access to additional benefits as they arise

An Honorary Member must complete an Honorary Membership Form and submit a written proposal (one page or less) outlining what they wish to contribute to the Coalition and the specific benefits they desire.  An Honorary Member does one or more of the following:

· Attend a minimum of two-thirds (2/3) of Coalition meetings 

· Assist on at least one committee

· Participate in at least one April campaign activity or event

Benefits to Honorary Members should be requested in the proposal submitted with the membership form.  Automatic benefits include:

· Be acknowledgement as a participating member during all media events and in all promotional materials developed by the Coalition (i.e. organizational materials will be included in media kits, website)

Benefits awarded based on feedback from voting members include:  

· Receiving information, networking opportunities, voting privileges, and, depending on funding, free blue ribbons

· Additional benefits as requested and as they arise

Individuals and organizations interested in supporting the efforts of the Coalition but who are unable to meet the requirements of membership may participate in activities as a supporter.  A supporter is an individual, agency, or organization that supports Coalition efforts through advertising, funding, lending expertise, or other in-kind services.   There is no required proposal, but a written proposal with the supporter form is helpful.

Benefits to supporters include:

· Reports from Coalition meetings as well as announcements regarding meeting dates, times and locations

· Advertisement in promotional materials as a supporter/sponsor (depending on the contribution) on materials and the Coalition website
· Free blue ribbons if requested, agreed upon by voting members, and as funding allows

Coalition members and supporters who have web sites may have their website directly linked to the Coalition website only if authorized by a supervisor or director of the organization/agency.
IDAHO CHILD ABUSE PREVENTION COALITION

Standing Rules as Adapted from the Bylaws
1.  Name.

The name of this organization shall be the Idaho Child Abuse Prevention Coalition (hereafter referred to as the Coalition).

2.  Mission

The mission of the Coalition is to bring Idaho together through a coalition of professionals, families and the community to prevent the abuse and neglect of Idaho’s children.
3. Membership

A. Membership is open to any individual, agency, or organization that is interested in promoting the prevention of child abuse and neglect.

B. An individual, agency, or organization interested in being a member of the Coalition must complete the membership form.

C. Organizational members must specify at least one individual, but not more than three, who will represent the organization at all meetings and events. This representative must be able to adequately represent the organization/agency and have the authority to volunteer the organization/agency for committee assignments or the ability to directly access the decision makers of the organization.
D. Membership forms must be signed by a supervisor of the appointed representative or director of the organization.
E. The membership application must be renewed with a signature on an annual basis for the period of June 1 to May 31.

F. Members may withdraw from the Coalition with a minimum 30 day written notice.

G. Individual members or the organizational representative must participate in at least one major event, attend a minimum of two-thirds (2/3) of group meetings, and serve on at least one committee noted on the membership form.
H. Members agree to communicate their activities to the Coalition for inclusion in Coalition publications and will communicate the Coalition’s central message, as determined by the Coalition during their events and in publications.
I. Honorary membership is available at the discretion of current voting members.

4. Supporters

A. Supporters of the Coalition may constitute an individual or organization that is interested in promoting the prevention of child abuse and neglect.

B. Any individual or organization interested in being a supporter of the Coalition must complete the supporter form.

C. Supporters will lend their name (personal or organizational) to the efforts of the Coalition and will attend meetings as often as they are able.

D. The supporter agreement form must be renewed with a signature on an annual basis for the period of June 1 to May 31.

E. Supporters will be asked to review Coalition materials that may incorporate their name or logo and are asked to lend their expertise or provide additional support as needed.

F. Supporters will communicate their activities to the Coalition for inclusion in Coalition publications and will communicate the Coalition’s central message, as determined by the Coalition during their events and in publications.

5. Meetings

A. One meeting per month will be held from May through December. Meetings will be held every other week from January through April.

B. Any voting member present at a meeting may move to close to a “members only session” at their discretion.  Passage of this motion will require a 2/3 vote of voting members present at said meeting

6.  Decision Making

A. Regional Councils are the decision makers for the issues and activities that impact their region.

B. An Advisory Committee, made up of no fewer than seven (7) and no greater than fifteen (15) Coalition members from around the state, shall determine policy for the Coalition.

C. The Advisory Committee will also provide suggestions and feedback to the administrative organization.

7. Administration and Finances

A. Idaho’s Heart, Inc will administer the Coalition. Administration includes emailing notices and minutes and maintaining the records and finances of the Coalition. 

B. Idaho’s Heart will maintain communication with Regional Councils and will communicate regional events to the rest of the Coalition.

C. Additional services include publication of a statewide newsletter, maintenance of the Coalition website, and provision of dedicated staff to assist the Coalition.
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
